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1. To put the interests of others above our own,

    within Scriptural limits. (Philippians 2:3-4)

2. To keep relationships clear with one another.

    (Matthew 5:23-24)

3. To live honest lives before one another.

    (Ephesians 4:25)

4. To participate in ministry together.

    (I Peter 4:10-11)

5. To give and receive spiritual correction, within 

    Scriptural limits. (Hebrews 3:13)

6. To follow spiritual authority within Scriptural limits.

    (Hebrews 13:17)

7. To be a faithful steward over all that we possess.

    (II Corinthians 9:6-11)

While these attitudes are not exhaustive, they give us a summary of the core teaching of the New Testament regarding our life as a body of believers. If we seek to apply these attitudes, we will at the very least, create an active, loving, serving fellowship through which we can minister to one another and those who God puts within our spheres of influence.
