Intimate Moments With God


Often we miss the point of having Quiet Times or Devotional Times with God because our focus and goal is to get through the reading. The goal of hanging out with God is that we get to know God, not just a bunch of facts about Him. Visualize having a breakfast, lunch or dinner with God. Take the time to go in and sit down at a table with Him. This is not the Drive-Through Window.  Whatever you choose to read, choose the Bible. Devotional guides can be very helpful, but they are designed to help you pull something out of the Bible to help you get to know God. They are not a substitute for the Bible. You can use the following format to help you connect with God during your reading of His Word. Enjoy…

A General Truth: (This is something that stands out to you from the reading.)

Make It A Personal Truth: (You can insert your name into the appropriate spot in your General Truth.)
Turn It Into A Relational Truth: (Talk to God about the insight He is giving you. Ask Him questions. Confess to Him. Express yourself honestly. God already knows what’s in your heart anyway.)

Determine To Make It Into A Do-able Truth: (What specifically is God telling you to do as a result of knowing this truth. Turn it into an action.)
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
